Below is an extract from the letter.

As a mixed team, we feel all children should be able to compete regardless
of gender. Our team has worked tirelessly to develop our skills together as a
unit. It is against our beliefs and our Christian faith to exclude others and to
make children not feel part of the team we once were. This competition was
advertised as a mixed boy’s/girl’s competition; however, the finals are now
only a boy’s or a girl’s competition only. We feel let down and side-lined due
to our gender, which in today’s society is totally unacceptable. As a mixed
team, we feel like we have no other choice than to withdraw from the finals
as we remain committed and strong in our beliefs to remain as a mixed unit
and as a Christian family.

We hope you agree that these children are wonderful role models and
ambassadors for our school.
