Summer 1 - Shape 

• recognise and recall 5 shapes with their determiners/indefinite 

articles in French. 

• recognise and recall 5 more shapes with their 

determiners/indefinite articles in French. 

• understand more about the 2 determiners/indefinite articles for 

‘a/an’ in French 

• revise numbers 1-5 in French and express how many of each shape 

I can see. 

• use my new knowledge on shapes in a variety of creative tasks in 

French. 

 

Spring 2 – Fruits 

• recognise and recall 5 fruit 

nouns with the correct 

articles/determiners in 

French.  

• recognise and recall 5 more 

fruit nouns with the correct 

articles/determiners in 

French.  

• change singular nouns into 

the plural form in French. 

• use the structure ‘j’aime’ (I 

like) with the fruit nouns.  

• use the negative structure ‘je 

n’aime pas’ (I do not like) with 

the fruit nouns. 

 

Autumn 1 – Phonics

• find France on a map and 

recall at least 1 

Francophone country.   

• use key greetings in 

French. 

• ask and answer the 

question ‘How are you?’ in 

French.  

• ask and answer the 

question ‘What is your 

name?’ in French.  

• count to 10 in French. 

• recognise and recall 10 

colours in French. 

Autumn 2 – Animals 

• recognise and recall 5 animals in 

French with their correct 

determiners/ articles.  

• recognise and recall 5 more animals 

in French with their correct 

determiners/ articles. 

• recap all 10 animals with their 

determiners/articles and attempt 

the spellings.  

• explore and understand better the 

role of the indefinite 

article/determiner in French.  

• use the verb ‘je suis’ (I am) in 

French. 

 

 

Summer 2 – Presenting Myself  

• use basic greetings in French, ask somebody how they are feeling and 

reply when asked to me.  

• ask somebody their name in French and reply when asked to me. recall 

numbers 1-10 and count from 11-20 in French.  

• ask somebody how old they are in French and reply when asked to me.  

• ask somebody where they live in French and reply when asked to me. 

• express my nationality in French and understand basic gender agreement 

rules. 

Spring 1 – I can… 

• recognise and recall 5 verbs in 

French.  

• recognise and recall 5 more verbs 

in French.  

• use the structure ‘je peux’ (I am 

able) with the infinitive verbs in 

French.  

• use the negative structure ‘je ne 

peux pas’ (I am not able) followed 

by infinitive verbs in French.  

• use the conjunctions ‘et’ (and) & 

‘mais’ (but) in French to extend my 

sentences.
